This year more than 5,000 events were registered for
World Polio Day! Our own club was also registered that day and we really appreciate Dr. Johnny Belenchia for
coming to visit us and share messages about Polio.

Since 1985 Rotary and it's partners, UNICEF and the US Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),
began working together to help eradicate polio. At that time, there were about 350,00 cases and now there are
only 82 cases left! We are so very close to curing it. That would make Polio only the second disease in human
history to be eradicated worldwide.

We already have much to celebrate. Rotary has been working to eradicate polio worldwide for many years. In
2015 the Global Commission for the Certification of Poliomyelitis Eradication (GCC), made the official
announcement that Wild Poliovirus Type 2 (WPV2) had been eradicated worldwide on September 20. 2015. This
year, Wild Poliovirus Type 3 (WPV3) has now also been eradicated! This means the world is closer than ever
before to being able to cure polio. Worldwide only two countries, Afganistan and Pakistan, are left with cases of
the Wild Poliovirus Type 1 (WPV1).
