Volunteers schedule Food Bank clients
to “shop” for coats for their families. Children are offered coats
annually and adults can get them every two years. Blankets are
distributed as needed. All clients meet income and circumstance
qualifications for food assistance.

Typically, the coat closet provides more than 1,000 coats and
several hundred blankets every year.
